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Dear Friends in Christ, 

In the United States, we celebrate Christmas long before Christmas actually 
begins. Pastors tend to make a big deal of this - that Advent should be Advent 
and Christmas should be Christmas. In my personal opinion, it doesn’t matter 
so much. The only problem that I see with celebrating Christmas so early and 
for so long is that we miss the richness of the Advent season.  Then, we as a 
society miss the actual meaning of Christmas. 

The Advent season this year is November 29-December 24.  This is a time to prepare for the 
Christ Mass - the worship, celebration, and remembrance of the incarnation of God. The awe-
some birth of Christ. God became flesh and dwelt among us. (That’s a paraphrase of John 1:14.) 

When the world around us is in the Hallmark Christmas celebration frenzy, Advent is a time for 
those of us in the church to slow down or even stop.  We are empowered during Advent to take 
the clutter away so we can prepare for the Christ-child to be born in ways that transform the 
world.     

As I write this newsletter article, I am so discouraged about bad news. I am sad to the point of       
exhaustion about the conditions that people must live in this generation. I feel like I have been          
inundated with too much information about the conditions of this world across seas and in our 
very own backyards. Then I remember - I have the privilege of choosing to turning the news off. 
The  people (who are living the hell that discourages me) do not have the same privilege. When 
the  world the God loves so much is hurting so badly, why do I allow myself to turn it off?   

Advent is a time to recenter and learn about what God wants for our world. Why did God send      
Jesus? What is God’s vision for God’s people? How do we fall short of God’s will for us? Can we  
realign ourselves with God’s will?   

And then - with a very quiet boom - Jesus is born. Grace is showered upon us. God’s love is         
revealed through God’s child - a baby who grows to be an adult. Jesus is just as vulnerable as 
any of us, yet his life flips our lives upside down. God shows us that life as we know it can never 
be the same all because of God’s love.   

Do we really have this amazing grace in mind when we celebrate the Hallmark side of Christ-
mas?  I know that I often don’t. But this year, thanks to EKLC and your faithfulness, my Christmas 
will be  different. My Christmas will be about sharing the Good News of Jesus Christ more than 
ever before. Thank you, EKLC, for teaching me how to live in faith and hope and love. Even while 
the news         media brings me down, I find hope in serving this congregation. I am beyond 
blessed to be your pastor. I’m looking forward to December with you!

Motion to amend the August 19, 2015, meeting minutes to remove 
the statement “Inactive members not communed or given” was 
made by Brenda Schroeder, seconded by Hilary Terland.

Motion to approve the September 16, 2015, meeting minutes was 
made by Hilary Terland, seconded by Don Amundson.   Motion car-
ried. 

Financial Report: 

Expenses exceeded income by $2,755.00.  September did not bring 
in as many General Offerings as August. 

The Building Loan is down to $7,039.62.  Can we get it to $0 by the 
end of the year? 

On the budget under “Fuel-Church & Parsonage” it is showing a -
$9.49 as balance remaining.  What was happening is the money the 
Terlands were paying for the fuel was being put into miscellaneous 
income and not offsetting the fuel expense.  Council asked Eliza-
beth to do a journal entry and move the dollars the Terlands paid 
from miscellaneous income to Fuel-Church & Parsonage. 

Council also requested that the description on the budget, “Electric 
–Church and Parsonage” be updated to remove the word Parson-
age.  The Parsonage has their own meter and is being billed directly 
to the Terlands. 

Sharon Jacobson is taking over as treasurer for her Circle, Stead-
fast.  Sharon will need to sign a new signature page at the Unity 
Community Bank in Cambridge. 

Budget requests are trickling in. 

Motion to approve the September financial reports was made by 
Don Amundson, seconded by Brenda Schroeder.  Motion carried. 

Old Business: 

Companies that submitted bids for floor waxing are calling for sta-
tus.  It was decided that Sonja would tell ZMB out of Watertown, that 
we going to be putting it on hold until May 2016.  It was decided to 
tell Galaxy out of Janesville that we are not interested.  Council was 
concerned about the service received from Galaxy in bid process. 

New Business: 

Questions arose about lending out tables and chairs.  Per the 
WELCA Handbook (page 29 of the 2015 book) it states “No tables, 
chairs, dishes, coffee pots, or any kitchen utensil and equipment 
may be taken from the church.” When Sonja questioned the women 
as to why the women and not council had say over lending them 
out.  It was stated that the women of the church purchased them.  It 
was stated that if council wishes to loan them out that is fine, but 
then council should take responsibility for any lost or damaged 
items. 

 

Hilary will work on a guideline, and a check in, check out form for 

borrowing the above items.  She will review with Carolyn Lien 
and Julie.  The guideline and form will be brought to the next 
council meeting.
